Certainly feeding volumes will vary from pet to pet, but it just comes down to fat pets are getting too many vittles. 


Folks, a tough truth here: THERE IS NO SUCH THING AS WINTER WEIGHT!  Fat knows no season.  There is only the struggle for balance in our pet’s food bowls.  When needed cut back on the food!  Especially during seasons where your pet is less active i.e. “winter”.  Don’t read the bag for feeding guidelines; just look at your pet.  Too wide, cut back.  Too narrow, feed more.  If you cannot trust your judgment consult a professional.  We have to move past guilt, shame, and excuses and just get down to taking care of business!    





Tips for Maintaining Proper Weight in Your Pet

12 lb Pomeranian = 249lb 5’4 woman


90 lb Female Lab = 217lb 5’9 man


15 lb cat = 218lb 5’4 woman


It is a cultural thing-food = love!  Someone dies= food; someone marries= food; a birthday= food; a marriage dissolves= food, a bad day at work= food.  This is how we comfort, how we share, how we bond.  No one is saying that you can’t share snacks with your furry friend, but we have to be reasonable.  Giving a Milk Bone is the equivalent to eating a Snickers bar per day!  Most of us don’t have pets that will politely say “No thank you” to the endless buffet we offer them.  











No one said meals have to come in a bowl.  If you have a family member who insists on feeding your pet too many fatty snacks, then cut way back on the kibble in the bowl.  Kibble can also be poured into food dispensing toys that pets can push around the floor to “work” for their food.  These are made by the Premier Company and can purchase at the pet store.


Set out a designated “treat jar”.  Fill it with carrots, rice cake pieces, green beans, etc. that make up that pet’s daily ration of treats.  Family members may dispense snacks out of that jar.  When that jar is empty no more treats may be given that day.  Approved snacks CAN be a part of this program!


Measure the food being dispensed over 1 days’ time.  Use a cooking measuring cup and measure how much food you are putting in your pet’s dish.  Remove 1/3 of the food and then            split that remaining portion into 2 meals.  This is now the pet’s daily ration of food.  No fill the bowl and allow the pet to eat all day!  In 2 weeks take the pet to the veterinarian just to weigh and see if you are on track.  You may have to cut out more food.  If your pet seems hungry you may supplement the meal with canned pumpkin or green beans.  They are very filling and virtually calorie free!  












































































































































.  This may be obvious in your 40lbs for $4 dog food, but it may also be how your 20lbs for $15 brand of food was made.  


Nutrition is about more than filling our pet’s stomachs.  It is about nourishing them.  Nutrition plays such a big part in who our animal companions become.  GOOD nutrition helps to keep their bones and muscles strong, their coats glossy, and even their personalities more stable.  With proper nutrition, pets are even able to cope with stress better.  This means quality meat, fat, and carbohydrate sources.

I’m Not Fat; I’m Just Big Boned

Gloves off, no jokes, folks.  Pet obesity is out of control and we are killing our pets.  Yes, I said WE!  We control everything a pet eats; every kibble, every pizza crust, every french fry, EVERY mouthful.  It comes from US!  They aren’t raiding the fridge in the middle of the night. If we don’t give it to them they don’t get it.  It isn’t funny!  It isn’t responsible!  So shake off the guilt and see the power in those words.  If we are the cause…then we are the solution.  In rare cases where there is a medical cause, but do not use this as an excuse.  If there is a question of disease get your pet tested and treat.  





Look at your pet monthly.  If you cannot feel ribs or see a waist your pet is too fat.  Proper weight control is a balancing act of increase/decrease.  If you know your pet puts on weight in the winter  then decrease the food.  Don’t fall into the trap of looking at the size of the bowl and saying “That doesn’t look like much” or “I would be hungry if that was all I got to eat.” 





Not all food is created equal.  If you are feeding a lesser quality food then you will have to feed more volume to get some nutrition out of it.  Higher quality foods may be more expensive on paper, but since they are more nutrient dense you will actually feed less.  My 115 pound couch potato St. Bernard eats 3 cups per day of Fromm.  Angie’s highly active 80 pound Ridgeback eats 1.5 cups per day of Pinacle.











If you just can’t stand to see you friend looking at you with “those eyes” or begging after you constantly, then take up a hobby so you can’t see it as often.  Or go into another room and read a book.  Or teach your pet a command such as “Go to your place (mat, bed, whatever) so they are performing a task that is incompatible with bugging you for food.  


We won’t spend much time here, but the more you increase exercise the better the weight control program will go.





Anesthesia-Free Dentals- Too Good to Be True?

Anytime we mention the “A” word I know the fear that crawls down your spine; especially if you have an older pet that may have medical issues anyway.  Proper dental care is vital to maintaining good health in your pets as well as managing/preventing other diseases.  Whenever there is gum disease oral bacteria can compromise the kidneys, liver, and heart.  





There is a new service being offered by groomers and others that uses these fears against us.  This service is marketed as “Anesthesia-Free Dental Cleanings”.  They use words like “gentle” “safe” or even stoop to “veterinary supervised”.  These anesthesia free dentals have no regulation and may range from an expensive teeth brushing to holding the pet down and performing awake scaling of the teeth.  The training of the service provider is questionable.  


�











A veterinary dental cleaning is performed under anesthesia for several reasons.  Pets do not tolerate an awake dental cleaning because we must scrape under the gum line.  This is too painful and cruel to be done awake.  Many times we must also extract diseased teeth.  This cannot be done awake.  We also place an endotracheal tube to protect the pet’s wind pipe.  Part of the dental procedure involves removing the large pieces of tarter.  In the awake procedure these pieces can fly into the airway causing pneumonia.  The pet must then swallow the pus laden chunks. EWW!  





Both procedures involve scraping the surface of the tooth.  Even done skillfully this causes damage to the surface of the tooth.  This damage creates gritty grooves that give tartar an excellent surface to attach to and help them build up tougher, stronger, and faster than before.  Professional cleanings require polishing to smooth the surface of the tooth to provide tarter resistance.  





The unethical practice of anesthesia free dental cleaning is cruel, damaging, UNSAFE, and traumatic to your pet.  Buyer beware!
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How to Brush Your Pet´s Teeth 





STEP 1: Introduce a brushing program to pets gradually. Avoid over-restraining your pet and keep brushing sessions short and positive. A cat or small dog can be held in your lap. Praise and reassure your pet throughout the process. 





STEP 2: At first, dip a finger into beef bouillon for dogs or tuna water for cats. Rub the soaked finger gently over the pet’s mouth and teeth. Make the initial sessions short and positive. 





STEP 3: Gradually, introduce finger cot over the finger and gently scrub the teeth in a circular motion. Concentrate on the canine teeth and the very back large teeth.  Scrub teeth by feel; do not stress pet out by exposing the back teeth.  You do not need to brush in the tongue side.





Brushing every day is ideal; however, brushing 2-3 times weekly with pet safe toothpaste is very helpful.  CET brand has special enzymes that help minimize tarter.
